Traditional capacitor discharge
welding is the right choice for a
large number of welding tasks.

The energy of a previously charged
capacitor is discharged onto the
work piece by way of an impulse
transformer.

The high energy concentration thus
limits the zone of heat influence
within the component to a small
extent.

A large variety of welding tasks
may thus be resolved, even includ-
ing difficult combinations of mate-
rial.
